You’ll see a calendar and can click on the respective purchase you’ve made – the options are for Theme Park Ticket only purchases, Select Resort 

Hotels (guests who have booked a stay at a resort hotel with or without a ticket), and Annual Pass holders.  If the date you are looking for is

Once you’ve selected a date, click on the theme park you would like to make a reservation for.  If you have the park hopper option, you only

Once you have clicked on the theme park, it will ask you to check off an advisory (you can click on the terms and conditions to read through 

them).  Once you check off the advisory, click Confirm.   

  



Once you successfully make your theme park reservation, you’ll see this confirmation screen.   

 

 

  



You’ll see details about your arrival and how to cancel your reservation if your plans change.  Right now, you have to cancel and rebook as there 

isn’t a modification feature.   

 

From here, you can Make Another Park Pass by clicking that option at the bottom – or go to View My Plans if you’re done.
